Course:    Approx 5-6 miles per lap, Woodland, open going, stream crossings, tracks and trails with surrounding areas which will provide a mixture of terrain including MX track type going.
Machines: Must be presented to the machine examiner at least 30 minutes before the Start then placed in the start area in the class start line applicable to the rider competing. Machines may be Enduro or MX.             Lights/Speedo/horn and RTA requirements etc will not be tested for this event.
Noise: MX 4 stroke machines MUST be fitted with an Enduro FIM spec silencer or approved DBA reducer.                                                                                       RideoffroadUK will turn away MX bikes fitted with excessively noisy exhaust systems. 

Tyres:        MX, Enduro or Trials are permitted for machines

Number Plates/Numbers:   Any contrasting combination of number and number plate may be used e.g. White Numbers on Blue/ Black/ Green plates or Black numbers on Yellow or White plates

 Refuelling: Can only be done in the official refuelling area by rider’s officials and authorised helpers. NO CHILDREN IN PITS/REFUELING AREA. ALL engines MUST be stopped during refuelling. Refuelling outside the official refuelling area will result in exclusion from the event with no exceptions. Outside Assistance will only be allowed in the pit area, except when provided on the course by the organisers. Blue tape area: WALKING PACE ONLY.
Lap Scoring: The competitors will pass through a BLUE TAPE AREA at the end of each lap where the competitor’s passage will be recorded by lap scoring officials. Riders number must be displayed on front and sides of machine and be clearly visible. Please ensure front number is stuck on firmly, officials may need to clean your number!
